Dear Conference Participants
Welcome to “Harm Reduction 2009: IHRAs 20" International Conference”

This event marks two decades of progress with harm reduction. This is a time to reflect on what has been achieved, and to work on the challenges for the
coming years.

Two decades ago the first harm production projects were developed in Europe, Australia and North America. Since then there has been major expansion
and now over eighty countries support or tolerate harm reduction. This is quite an achievement, but much more needs to be put in to expanding the harm
reduction effort. Great progress has been made in introducing harm reduction projects in a large number of countries, but their scale and reach is often
woefully inadequate. Funding for harm reduction is nowhere near proportionate to the identified need. IHRA calculates that the international spending on
harm reduction only amounts to a few US cents per drug user per day. Clearly much more needs to be done by both donors and advocates.

Drug users continue to be treated badly in many countries, denied access to life saving treatment, and denied access to the means to prevent ill health.
They are unnecessarily incarcerated. The chances of arrest or imprisonment are much higher than the chances of getting good harm reduction services or
treatment.

The fact that this conference is taking place in Asia is even more reason to celebrate the important achievements that have occurred recently in many
countries from this region, but also to note the clear need to move away from repressive measures which still dominate the political horizon here. This
conference will bring together a huge number of experts in harm reduction from around the world — experts in policy and advocacy, front line services and
in research. The success of the next four days depends on what you all bring to the event, and what you all take away with you, so | would urge you to
make the most of this opportunity and | wish you all an enjoyable conference.

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AWARDS CEREMONY

Each year IHRA acknowledges those who have made outstanding contributions to the field of harm reduction by presenting a range of awards at the
annual conferences. The awards will be presented during the Conference Party and Awards Ceremony, which is scheduled to take place on Wednesday
22" April, from 18:30 to 21:00, at the conference venue — Rainbow Room, 5" Floor, with the exception of “The Film Festival Award’ which will be
presented at the Closing Session on Thursday 23 April. A list of previous award winners in each category is printed below.

The International Rolleston Award is presented to an individual who has carried out groundbreaking work or excellent service to the reduction

of drug and/or alcohol related harm at an international level. Examples of such work include advocating for harm reduction programmes and practice,
dedicated delivery of harm reduction teaching and training, advancing scientific research and the evidence-base for harm reduction, or the continued
provision of funding or resources for harm reduction initiatives.

The National Rolleston Award is presented to a group or individual that has made an outstanding contribution to the reduction of drug and alcohol rela-
ted harm for the nation which is hosting the IHRA conference that year.

The Carol and Travis Jenkins Award. Since the 15" International Conference on the Reduction of Drug Related Harm in Belfast (2005), this award has
been presented each year to a current or former drug user who has made an outstanding contribution to reducing drug related harm. The award was
initially named after Travis Jenkins, the extraordinary jazz musician and composer who died of cancer in 2004. Travis Jenkins overcame a heroin addiction
in order to marry and raise two sons, travel around the world with his anthropologist wife and create his music. For 2009, the award has been renamed
the Carol and Travis Jenkins Award in memory of Carol Jenkins, who worked for many years with the Papua New Guinea Institute of Medical Research
as a medical anthropologist, and was one of the leading instigators to setting up the National AIDS Council. Carol Jenkins was renowned for her research
into sexual behaviour and was a leading expert on HIV and AIDS. Equally important was her connection with the Hagahai people of Papua New Guinea,
who were her second family.

The Film Festival Award is given to the best film or documentary on an issue relating to the reduction of drug related harm shown during the conferen-
ce Film Festival. This award is jointly presented by IHRA and the organisers of the Film Festival - the Centre for Harm Reduction at the Burnet Institute,
Australia.

The Paolo Pertica Fellowship established in 2004 by the European Network of Drugs and Infections Prevention in Prisons (ENDIPP) in recognition

of the work of Paolo Pertica with imprisoned drug users in the UK and his efforts to forge links between organisations and individuals in other countries
undertaking similar work, the aim of the Fellowship is to encourage innovative harm reduction work or research in prison and other custodial settings
by enabling the recipients to develop small projects. These projects must clearly demonstrate how they contribute to improving the conditions of those
individuals in custody who either have drug use or HIV related needs. The fellowship will be awarded for the first time during Harm Reduction 2009.

Bonnie Devlin Memorial Scholarship. This award was inaugurated at Harm Reduction 2008: IHRAs 19" International Conference in Barcelona. It has
been developed as a tribute to Bonnie Devlin, a women who was not only instrumental in the organisation of the 1996 International AIDS Conference
and the 2006 IHRA Conference (both in Canada), but also in the development of community programmes, services and research for people affected by
drug use.

CONFERENCE PROGRAMME

For 2009, the format of the annual IHRA conference has been changed
slightly in response to some of the feedback that we have received in
previous years. The conference now runs over four full days - from Monday
20™ April to Thursday 23 April — rather than five days (three full days and
two half days) as it has before.

Harm Reduction 2009 formally begins with the Opening Session on
Monday 20t April at 9am - including the 2009 Rolleston Oration from
Michel Kazachtkine, the Executive Director of the Global Fund to Fight AIDS,
Tuberculosis and Malaria. This is immediately followed by the opening
Plenary Session, introducing some of the key issues and developments in
the Asia region.

The layout for the remainder of the conference then varies from day to day
as we aim to make this event as lively and engaging as possible. All of the
Plenary Sessions and Major Sessions are available in English and Thai, as
are half of the Concurrent Sessions and the Opening and Closing Sessions.
Please see below for more information about translation services and
headsets.

Posters will be located on Mezzanine floor and will be available
for viewing from the first coffee break (10:30-11:00) to the final coffee
break (15:30-16:00). Poster presenters are asked to be available by their
work from 13:30-14:00 to answer any questions from delegates.

Film Festival: Film presentations and screenings will take place on floor 3
in Bangkok Panorama 1. Please see the separate “Film Festival Programme”
for further information.

Workshops: Afternoon workshops will take place in a specially allocated
“Workshop Lounge” on the Mezzanine Floor (14:00-15:30 and 16:00-17:30),
and evening workshops will take place in Queens Park 5 and 6 on the 2" Floor
(18:00-19:00). Please see the “Workshops Programme” for further details.

Languages and Translation: The official language for the IHRA
conferences is English. However, the conference organisers are committed
to providing translation into at least one additional language each year. For
Harm Reduction 2009 - as the conference is being held in Thailand -
simultaneous translation will be provided between English and Thai for over
half of the formal conference programme - including:

Translation Headsets: Headsets can be obtained outside the Queen’s
Park 3, next to the registration desk, on floor 2. To obtain a headset,
delegates are required to deposit a valid passport, identification card or
credit card, which will be returned in exchange for the headset at the end
of each session. Delegates will be charged THB 10,000 for lost or
misplaced headsets.

In order to avoid large queues for headsets, please think ahead and
obtain your headset during the breaks before each session. Please
return the headset equipment at the end of each day, as it will need to
be recharged in order to be used the following day.

Harm reduction programmes have been significantly sca-
led up in several Asian countries over the last five years.
Although there are still inadequate levels of coverage and
quality, the recent increase in the volume of programming
has generated many lessons. Nationally-led, large-scale
harm reduction programmes are being implemented thro-
ughout Asia, and external funding and support is rallying

around national harm reduction plans - including multi-
-sectoral plans between drug control and health. Many
Asian countries now have explicit harm reduction compo-
nents in their national AIDS policies and plans, although
the harmonisation of drug and AIDS policies remains an
unfinished task. Large-scale programmes have been both
nationally as well as internationally funded, and imple-
mented by national public health agencies as well as na-
tional and international NGOs — which often operate in un-
clear policy environments yet have been able to garner lo-
cal and sometimes national support. There has also been

recent high level attention to the criminalisation of drug
use, the human rights of people who use drugs, the pu-
blic health dimensions of drug control, and policy harmo-
nisation. In addition, drug user organisations and ne-
tworks are emerging in several Asian countries.

This Plenary Session will review injecting drug use as
a determinant of the Asian HIV epidemics, assess the sta-
te of harm reduction in Asia, and capture the regional expe-
riences of scaling-up. It will provide a useful overview and
insight on the current situation in Asia in order to shape di-
scussions and set the tone for the rest of the conference.

According to Professor Paul Hunt (the former UN Special
Rapporteur on the Right to Health), “Harm reduction
stands as a clear example of human rights in practice”.
For this reason, the conference theme for Harm Reduc-
tion 2009 is "Harm Reduction and Human Rights".
Respect for human rights is essential in promoting
effective responses to health problems, including tho-
se related to drug use. At the same time, systemic hu-
man rights abuses undermine health outcomes, and in-

crease the vulnerability of already marginalised popula-
tions. There are few contexts in which this is more pro-
nounced than in the punitive approaches taken to-
wards drug use and people who use drugs in most co-
untries around the world. In many cases, punitive law
enforcement-based drug policies not only generate hu-
man rights abuses, but they also provide an ideological
basis which seeks to justify these abuses as being in
the “public good”. Often, this ideological framework is
effective in making human rights abuses linked to drug
control invisible or accepted, even among many hu-
man rights defenders.

This session — supported by IHRA's Harm Reduc-
tion and Human Rights (HR2) programme - will
explore the issue of human rights and drug policies,
and their impact both on people who use drugs, and
on broader efforts to promote health and reduce
drug-related harm. It features presentations from
Professor Manfred Nowak (the UN Special Rappor-
teur on Torture), Dr. Dainius Puras (from the UN
Committee on the Rights of the Child), Umesh Shar-
ma (from the International HIV/AIDS Alliance in Tha-
iland) and Tripti Tandon (from the Lawyers Collective
HIV/AIDS Unit in India).

Collahorative TB and HIV Servi-
ces for Drug Users

In many settings, the epidemic of drug use has beco-
me intertwined with global HIV and tuberculosis epide-
mics. However, national health systems have often re-
sponded to this with separate policies and structures
for each issue - to the detriment of the individual user
and their communities. Drug users have high rates of
HIV infection, mainly due to unsafe injecting behavio-
urs. Drug users also have increased rates of tuberculo-
sis infection, whether living with HIV or not. In addition,
HIV infection greatly increases the risk of transition
from tuberculosis infection to tuberculosis disease,
and drug users tend to be a marginalised group with
complex needs and tend to have poorer access to life-
-saving interventions.

Services should have a more co-ordinated response
to the needs of people who use drugs in order to provi-
de universal access to prevention, treatment and care
services at all entry points. This requires collaborative
planning between HIV and tuberculosis services, spe-
cialist drug services and the criminal justice system.

This Major Session will present the new global poli-
cy guidelines that have been developed by the World
Health Organization (WHO) in collaboration with the
UN Office on Drugs and Crime (UNODC) and the Joint
United Nations Programme on HIV/AIDS (UNAIDS) in
order to address these issues. The session will highli-
ght examples of how existing services collaborate -
and how they don't - and will feature presentations
from Europe, South East Asia and the Pacific Region.

There are two issues that suggest that compulsory drug
dependence treatment centres are not an appropriate
component of national responses to drug use and drug
dependence - the potential failure to respect human ri-
ghts in mandating and providing treatment, and the in-
effectiveness and inefficiency of such approaches.

While the United Nations system has begun to ack-
nowledge the importance of human rights protections
in the global response to drugs, reports from those
who have experienced compulsory drug treatment re-
veal that greater attention to human rights protections
is still needed in many settings. It is not uncommon for
patients / inmates to suffer because effective detoxifi-
cation treatments are not available. Harsh techniques
may also be employed, such as the use of painful wi-
thdrawal symptoms to coerce confessions, long-term
detention, and even caging or chaining “in the name of
health”. In addition - despite higher rates of HIV and
hepatitis C in this population - treatment for these blo-
od-borne illnesses is often also unavailable. In many fa-
cilities, risk behaviours are common and preventive
measures (such as the provision of sterile injection
equipment or condoms) are prohibited. Whilst many
countries invest significant resources in drug depen-
dence treatment — including many in the Asia region,
where this investment is in compulsory treatment cen-
tres -there is little evidence that this is an efficient and
effective use of resources for addressing drug depen-
dence. In fact, emerging evidence shows that these
methods are ineffective.

This Major Session - jointly proposed by the UN Offi-
ce on Drugs and Crime (UNODC) and the International
Harm Reduction Development (IHRD) programme of the
Open Society Institute — will give an overview of the hu-
man rights principles and mechanisms related to drug
treatment, and provide accounts of the human rights
violations associated with compulsory drug treatment in
Malaysia, Thailand and Cambodia. It will also present
evidence for the lack of cost effectiveness of these cen-
tres, and propose a collaboration that will work towards
greater effectiveness in the provision of drug dependen-
ce treatment whilst respecting human rights.

Methamphetamine tablets and, more recently, “lce”
are the main illicit drugs used in South East Asia. In ad-
dition, there is also ongoing and increasing production
and trafficking throughout the Mekong countries. The
resulting methamphetamine use epidemic is placing
untold strains on already limited resources and is ha-
ving serious implications for both the public health and
law enforcement communities.

Recent research from Thailand (highlighted in this
session) has raised multiple public health concerns
amongst cohorts of methamphetamine users - inclu-
ding very high rates of reported alcohol use, depres-
sion and sexually transmitted infections. In addition,
large numbers of methamphetamine users become
unwittingly caught up in small-scale drug dealing
which puts them in direct contact with law enforce-
ment and criminal justices systems. As a result many
young methamphetamine users are spending signifi-
cant periods of time in some form of custodial setting
- such as prisons or compulsory drug treatment and
rehabilitation centres. Whilst there has been only very
limited evaluations of the custodial settings into which
young methamphetamine users are being directed, it
is clear that these environments leave them prone to
a host of infectious diseases including tuberculosis,
HIV, hepatitis C and common skin infections. Further-
more, many of the staff from these settings across
Thailand, Laos and Cambodia have expressed exaspe-
ration at the lack of necessary essential medicines, ap-
propriate nutritious food and adequate budget and tra-
ining for staff.

This Major Session brings together the latest rese-
arch on this topic from across the region and will di-
scuss the implications and challenges from the per-
spectives of law enforcement, public health, national
policy making and international organisations.

Young people are the population that is effected by
substance use and drug policies worldwide. However,
harm reduction tailored to this age group is largely
non-existent for a number of reasons — not least that
policy makers prefer not to face the politically complex
reality of young people who use drugs. As a result,
drug policies around the world consistently fail to pro-
tect young people, and young people are rarely invo-
Ived in shaping these policy. Because of this, young pe-
ople from all over the world suffer preventable hard-
ship such as HIV and overdose through injecting and
non-injecting drug use, a lack of education, stigma,
and a lack of willingness to address the issues.

This session has been organised by Youth RISE (the
international youth-led harm reduction network) in or-
der to highlight some of the specific human rights abu-
ses that young people are facing globally — ranging
from barriers to services (such as parental consent) to
the use of forced treatment, detention and incarcera-
tion. The session will present a legal argument for
upholding young people's rights to health and harm re-
duction services (based on joint research by Youth
RISE and IHRA), and examples of best practices in
youth harm reduction. It will also allow for discussion
on the way forward to develop youth harm reduction to
protect young people from preventable harms.

The aim of this Major Session is to highlight innovative
legal approaches which can reduce harms, change
unfair and discriminatory laws, and impact significantly
on national and international drug policies. It will de-
monstrate that the law can be a vital tool in the protec-
tion of people who use drugs - significantly improving
their lives and upholding their civil and legal rights.

The session will bring together international expe-
riences of using legal interventions to reduce drug-re-
lated harms, examine local grass-roots legal services,
showcase strategic test case litigation on a national le-
vel, and look at how global advocacy organisations can
be used to identify and challenge human rights abuses
and practices which impact on drug users. The session
will also explore how legal services can play an impor-
tant role in mitigating the impact of “forgotten harms”
associated with drug use — such as homelessness,
mental health problems and debt.

It is hoped that this session will provide delegates
with a platform from which to learn about these servi-
ces, interventions and strategies for use, and discuss
potential interventions and development within their
own countries.

Each year, the IHRA conference brings together se-
lected papers from international researchers into
a Major Session exploring evidence in harm reduc-

Evidence in Harm Reduction

tion. This year, the session highlights interesting
examples of harm reduction research from around
the world, covering multiple regions, methods and
approaches. This session is organised by the Centre
for Research on Drugs and Health Behaviour, which is
based at the London School of Hygiene and Tropical
Medicine in the UK.

The first presentation discusses compulsory drug
treatment — an important public health and human ri-
ghts concern for the region. On behalf of a collabora-
tive project with researchers in Thailand, Karyn Ka-
plan presents findings from a Bangkok survey of in-
jecting drug users on the extent and nature of com-
pulsory treatment and related risks. This is followed
by a presentation by Carl Latkin - also on behalf of
a collaborative project in Thailand - on the efficacy of
a network intervention in Chiang Mai to reduce HIV
risk among people who use drugs and their partners.
Next, Hannah Cooper from the USA discusses geo-
graphic approaches to quantifying the drug use risk
environment, drawing upon ongoing research in New
York to explore how the geospatial and legal environ-
ment shapes the harms linked to injecting drug use.
Hannah Cooper's work also appears in the special
conference issue of the International Journal of Drug
Policy, IHRA's official journal (www.ijdp.org). The final
paper in this session is presented by Norah Palmate-
er from the UK, who describes an ecological analysis
of the hepatitis C epidemic among injecting drug
users in Scotland — based on trend data between
1999 and 2007 regarding harm reduction service pro-
vision, hepatitis C prevalence and injecting risk beha-
viours.

The Good, The Bad & The Ugly:

Parliamentary Panel: The
Decriminalisation
of Drug Use

Drug Harms and Risk
Environments

The drugs field, and even the harm reduction sector,
remains highly ambivalent about the employment of
staff who are themselves drug users. This is despite
the fact that employing drug users can provide an or-
ganisation with unique insights and perspectives abo-
ut - and privileged access into - the drug using com-
munity. In many cases, drug using clients also respond
well to organisations that openly employ staff who ha-
ve backgrounds of drug use themselves.

This “Users Choice"” Major Session — coordinated by
the International Network of People who Use Drugs
(INPUD) - will review the employment of drug using
staff from a number of different viewpoints, bringing in
perspectives from managers and practitioners in both
mainstream services and drug user organisations. The
session will encourage an open dialogue between dif-
ferent stakeholders about the opportunities and chal-
lenges of employing staff with direct experience of
drug use. The session also aims to draw out some of
the key themes and lessons that can inform the deve-
lopment of best practice in this area.

Drug use is spread across Asia, along with the associa-
ted dilemmas that drug trades bring in terms of the he-
alth and safety of its population. Today, most Asian go-
vernments have committed to a “War on Drugs” appro-
ach despite its record of ineffectiveness and negative
impacts (such as the increased number of people in-
carcerated across Asia each year). As a result of this fa-
iled policy, Asian governments are increasingly being
encouraged to consider the decriminalisation of drug
use in order to reduce harm, drug trafficking, organised
crime and human rights violations.

Despite the trail of destruction that drugs can cau-
se, Asian politicians are very reluctant to discuss and
debate this issue — partly due to widespread ignorance
about drugs and partly through fear of the public reac-
tion to decriminalisation. However, in cases where me-
dical approaches have been properly implemented,
their public acceptance has been forthcoming. This co-
uld be extended to selective decriminalisation when
the benefits are clear. For example, there is a strong
correlation between injecting drug use and HIV, so the
decriminalisation of drug use could help to combat HIV
transmission.

This session has been organised by the Asian Fo-
rum of Parliamentarians on Population and Develop-
ment (AFPPD) - in co-operation with UNAIDS - in order
to share the positive experiences of some European
countries in terms of decriminalisation. This, in turn,
may help Asian parliamentarians develop new policies
and more tolerant and realistic approaches to help to
reduce the problem.

This session, chaired by Professor Tim Rhodes from
the UK, coincides with the publication of a special con-
ference issue of the International Journal of Drug Poli-
cy (the official IHRA journal) on risk environments and
drug harms (available from www.ijdp.org). The session
explores how different social and political settings in-
fluence drug harms and their reduction. This session is
organised by the Centre for Research on Drugs and
Health Behaviour, which is based at the London Scho-
ol of Hygiene and Tropical Medicine in the UK. It is al-
so dedicated to Bruce Johnson, an outstanding resear-
cher from the USA who sadly died in February of this
year (and who was due to speak in this session).

The presentations mix quantitative and qualitative
research from Thailand, Indonesia and the United Sta-
tes. Sudirman Nasir presents a case study exploring
how political-economic and social factors combine to
create a risk environment for the initiation of injecting
drug use in the slums of Makassar in Indonesia. This is
followed by a presentation from Niphattra Haritavon
which draws upon qualitative research in Thailand to
consider how gender shapes risk perception and social
marginalisation in relation to injecting drug use. Next,
Dan Ciccarone considers the political economy of drug
markets as a structural factor in the heroin using risk
environments of the USA. Combining qualitative, quan-
titative and historical data he demonstrates how global
heroin market trends can have dramatic effects for he-
roin using practices and related health risks. The ses-
sion ends with a presentation prepared by Bruce John-
son which explores how Hurricane Katrina in New Or-
leans created a risk environment through its impacts
on drug markets and patterns of use.

Drinking patterns describe the many facets of how pe-
ople drink. They take into account the social context of
drinking, the role of alcohol in different cultures, and
the variations in behaviours among drinkers. Research
into drinking patterns has yielded a wealth of informa-
tion that can be used to relate drinking to outcomes
(both positive and negative), and to develop interven-
tions to reduce the harmful use of alcohol. However,
such research in Asia is poorly documented, and there
are significant regional gaps in understanding drinking
patterns and how to apply this knowledge to shaping
interventions targeted at harmful drinking.

This Major Session will showcase work commissio-
ned by the International Center for Alcohol Policies
(ICAP) in collaboration with researchers in four Asian
countries: Thailand, the Philippines, PR China and the
Republic of Korea. The presentations will draw on the
research findings as well as providing an analysis of re-
gional trends which can be identified in these reviews.
The session will highlight approaches to policy and pro-
gramming which are regionally and culturally relevant
and have the potential to reduce harmful use of alcohol.

In most countries, law enforcement agencies (particu-
larly the police) are barriers to and/or agents for the
successful introduction of harm reduction program-
mes. Working with these groups is critical at all levels
— from senior personnel to those enforcing the law on
the street - but advocacy with law enforcement agen-
cies must recognise that they have their own imperati-
ves, cultures and drivers. They are not harm reduction
agencies with harm reduction agendas, and they have
their own languages and terminology, beliefs and cu-
stoms. Therefore, advocacy efforts require “cross-cul-
tural” access and credibility, most often through peer-
-based approaches.

This session will highlight various experiences and
perspectives - including those from serving police per-
sonnel and other law enforcement professionals — and
aims to help increase cross-cultural skills and under-
standing. Delegates will learn how to advocate with
law enforcement agencies, and will also learn about
the international police harm reduction network —
“COPS HR".

Around the world, the number of women who use
drugs is increasing and laws and policies often have dif-
ferent implications for women than for men, including
an unexpected impact on the ability of women to seek
treatment or health services. Many women are con-
demned to long prison sentences because of their pla-
ce in the gendered ecology of drug use and trafficking,
and many lose custody of their children or face a lack of
reproductive choices when their drug use is exposed —
even if they are seeking treatment. Many more face ho-
melessness, domestic and sexual violence, and police
abuse, all of which are exacerbated by harsh drug poli-
cies and an absence of human rights protections.

The experiences and needs of women drug users —
particularly those in developing countries and emer-
ging drug scenes — remain understudied and under-di-
scussed. Most drug policies are gender neutral, failing
to acknowledge the different ways in which they affect
men and women and ignoring gender-specific needs.
This session — jointly proposed by the UN Office on
Drugs and Crime (UNODC) and the International Harm
Reduction Development (IHRD) programme of the
Open Society Institute — will explore women's expe-
riences in Afghanistan, Pakistan, Nepal, Indonesia,
Ukraine and the USA, discussing the ways in which po-
licies and programmes affect the lives and health of
women who use drugs, and exploring ways in which
drug policies could be reformed.

The UN High Level Segment
on Drug Control: Reflections
and Implications for
International Drug Policy

On the 12" March 2009, 53 UN Member States adop-
ted a new Political Declaration at a High Level Segment
of the Commission on Narcotic Drugs in Vienna. This
Declaration will determine the course of international
drug policy for the next 10 years. Despite the insisten-
ce of the UN Office of Drugs and Crime that health
should be at the heart of drug control, the Declaration
makes no explicit reference to the term harm reduction
and retains the disproportionate focus on law enforce-
ment over public health, including the twin obligation
in the international system of ensuring access to con-
trolled substances for scientific and medicinal purpo-
ses. In doing so the Declaration further illustrates the
lack of system wide coherence within the UN.
UNAIDS, WHO, UNICEF, UNDP, UNESCO, UNODC and
the Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights
all support harm reduction (and this conference), while
the INCB's grudging acceptance of specific measures
and the CND's refusal to endorse this approach highli-
ght their increasing marginalisation from mainstream
UN policy.

Moreover, as human rights, one of the three core pil-
lars of the UN, continue to move ever closer to the cen-
tre of all UN policies and programmes, the drug control
system lags far behind. As noted by the High Commis-
sioner for Human Rights on the eve of the adoption of
the Declaration, "It is too late for us to return to earlier,
outdated approaches to drug use” yet the new Decla-
ration reflects few of the lessons learned over the last
ten years.

The weakness of the Political Declaration raises a num-
ber of questions for civil society and others whose
work or lives are affected by drug policy. Fundamental
to this, is the question of where to go from here in ad-
vocating for effective, human rights and public health
based drug policies.

This session will be an opportunity to hear feedback
and analysis from some of those who attended the
52" Session of the Committee on Narcotic Drugs in
March, and to contribute to discussions around the im-
plications at the international and the local level and
the challenges for advocates in this area.

IV" 4 Can Harm Reduction End the

Drug War?

For many in the drugs field, the harms caused by
drugs are conflated by harms caused by the war on
drugs - which makes harm reduction vastly more
complex than it needs to be. This Major Session will
explore the relationship between advocacy for harm
reduction and advocacy to end the global war on
drugs and replace it with an effective system of regu-
lation and control.

The presentations will analyse which harms are cre-
ated by the war on drugs and which are created by the
use of drugs. The session will explore the extent to
which harm reduction can reduce harms caused by the
war on drugs and how the two movements can best
work together. This session sets out to offer delegates
the opportunity to explore issues that are rarely discus-
sed in the harm reduction field - partly because of po-
litical pressures and partly due to the pressing need to
save lives. It will be relevant to anyone in the harm re-
duction field whose work is influenced both by the be-

haviour of drug users and by the negative consequen-
ces of the war on drugs.

Nurses play an important role in increasing the access
of public health services by people who use drugs. Wi-
thin the context of harm reduction programmes, com-
munity-based nurses develop a unique trust with pe-
ople who use drugs by providing non-discriminatory
healthcare interventions. Nurses act as information
bridges between communities of people who use
drugs, law enforcement, political and health care sta-
keholders. Nurses also deal with human rights issues
daily in all aspects of their professional role and, as
such, there is a need for increased vigilance and to pre-
pare nurses to adequately address human rights and
human rights issues.

International research has explored the role of nur-
ses in harm reduction programmes and HIV prevention
in countries where the legal and political environment
may adversely affect uptake of services by people who
use drugs. This Major Session - organised by the Inter-
national Nursing Harm Reduction Network (INHRN) —
will review some of these nursing experiences, from
basic harm reduction provision to policy development.

As the use of methamphetamine increases across the
globe, there is an emerging consensus among experts
that it is a unique and complex problem that presents
a significant challenge to harm reduction. Established
trends show methamphetamine use to be widespread
in North American, Asia and Australasia — while India,
Pakistan, Eastern Europe, Africa and Western Europe

represent emerging markets. However, the develop-
ment of appropriate and effective responses to me-
thamphetamine is lagging behind the need - and is
often inappropriately modelled on opiate and alcohol
treatment. Effective treatment must acknowledge the
physical properties of the drug and the varying patterns
of use, and must be tailored to regional and cultural ne-
eds. As nations struggle to develop appropriate respon-
ses to methamphetamine use, it is crucial to share the

latest scientific research, information and best practi-
ces. However, there is a lack of infrastructure, funding
and expertise for this issue.

This Plenary Session follows on from the 1st Global Me-
thamphetamine Conference in Prague in 2008, and will
demonstrate the global importance of methamphetami-
ne use - highlighting the epidemiology and physiology
of the drug, and discussing available harm reduction re-
sponses.

Outside of sub-Saharan Africa, 30% of all people living
with HIV were infected through injecting drug use. In
the Eastern Europe / Central Asia region, close to 70%
of all HIV infections are related to injecting. We are
twenty-seven years into the HIV epidemic but - finally -
all international normative agencies working on health

and HIV have endorsed a comprehensive set of harm
reduction interventions to prevent HIV infection and en-
sure treatment, care and support to injecting drug users
living with HIV - including WHO, UNAIDS and UNODC.

Sadly, international drug policy - as outlined in the
Political Declaration on Drugs which was agreed at the
52nd Session of the UN Commission on Narcotic Drugs
in March 2009 - does not endorse harm reduction ap-
proaches for drug users. There is now a greater politi-
cal chasm than ever before between those focused

on the public health and HIV-related implications of
drug use, and those focused on drug control through
supply and demand reduction.

This inconsistency within the UN system raises
urgent questions about the lack of coherence in the UN
response to HIV/AIDS and drug use. Craig McClure, the
outgoing Executive Director of the International AIDS
Society, will reflect on the past five years in his position
and the evolving status of the HIV response and injec-
ting drug use.
